February 6 1693: The College of William & Mary was

337: Julius the First became the Bishop of
Rome. He became one of the chief supporters of
orthodoxy and the Nicene Creed against
Arianism, a heresy that held Christ was human,
but not divine.

1918: Great Britain granted women (who were
at least 30 years old) the right to vote.

February 7
590: Pope Pelagius II died, the victim of a

plague that devastated Rome. During his reign
the pagan Visigoths in Spain were converted to
Christianity. He also issued strict rules requiring
celibacy of the clergy.

1478: Birthdate of Sir Thomas More, the Lord
Chancellor of England under King Henry VIII. A
devout Christian, he was eventually beheaded
because he would not compromise his religious
beliefs. Recognized as a saint by Catholics, his
story is told in the 1966 Academy Award
winning  film, A ManFor All Seasons
(Pastor Charlie's favorite movie, and you can
check it out of the Epic Library for free!)

1878: Pius IX died at age 85 after serving as
Pope for almost 32 years (longer than any other
Pope in  history). His most remarkable
declarations were the doctrine designating Mary,
Jesus’ mother, the Immaculate Conceptior
(1854) and the affirmation of the doctrine of
Papal Infallibility (1870).

February 8
1587: Mary, the (Catholic) Queen of Scotland,

was beheaded in London by order of her cousin,
(Protestant) Queen Elizabeth.

founded in Williamsburg, Virginia, for the
purpose of educating clergyman. It was only
the second college established in the English
colonies (after Harvard in 1636). Presidents
Washington, Jefferson, Monroe, and Tyler
attended William & Mary.

1910: The Boy Scouts of America was
incorporated. (Pastor Charlie was a Boy Scout)

February 9
1621: Cardinal Alessandro Ludovisi was elected

as Pope Gregory XV. He wasthe first Pope
educated by Jesuits.

February 10
60 AD: This is the day traditionally observed as

the day Saint Paul was shipwrecked at Malta (See

Acts chapters 27-28).

February 11
1531: The Act of Supremacywithdrew England

from allegiance to the Pope, making King Henry
VIII the supreme head of the new Church of
England.

1858: In Lourdes, France (a very small village
near the Spanish border), 14-year-old French
peasant  Bernadette = Soubirous  allegedly
experienced her first vision of the Virgin Mary.
By July she claimed 18 such visions. Belief in
her visions resulted in Lourdes becoming a major
place of Christian pilgrimage and many alleged...

miraculous healings. Today Lourdes has a
population of only 15,000 but takes in five
million pilgrims and tourists every season.
(Paris is the only city in France with more
hotels than Lourdes.) In 2007, Pope
Benedict XVI authorized special indulgences
to mark the 150th anniversary of Our Lady
of Lourdes.

February 12
Born in this day:

1588: John Winthrop, the first Governor of
the Massachusetts colony;

1663: Cotton Mather, a Boston minister
who encouraged the witchcraft trials and
hangings in Salem in 1692;

1809: Charles Darwin in Shrewsbury,
England; and, a few hours later,

Abraham Lincoln was born in a log cabin
near Hodgenville, Kentucky.

1893: US General Omar Bradley, hero of
World War II.

Other February 12 events include:

1733: James Oglethorpe founded the
American colony of Georgia.

1924: President Calvin Coolidge made the
first presidential radio speech.
